The spoon-clamping type seed-metering unit allows for fast operation speed, low miss-seeding rate and
accurate seed metering. Seed metering can be monitored through the transparent side cover.

o Always fill the hopper in the field to avoid compacting the seeds during transportation.

e Itis recommended to sort the seeds. Seeds similar in size tend to allow for more even seeding.

» Remove any foreign objects while adding seed to the hopper, rocks, sticks, etc. Foreign objects will cause
damage to the seed metering unit.

e When replacing the seed metering side cover, place the red adjusting knob on the scale between 1 and 2.

Whole number adjustments, extend or retract
the seed clamping port by 0.1 inch. Setting the pointer between whole numbers extends of retracts the seed
clamping port by 0.05 inches.
